Welcome to another exciting year of Alvin Little League baseball.  Please find below a list of action items for the season that the team mom is normally responsible for.  Some items are required by the league but others are just guidelines to help you through a smooth season.  Every team will operate differently and each manager may have a specific way to run their team.  The team mom will work closely with the manager and the league all season to make sure the team has covered all of the requirements assigned by the league.  If you have any questions throughout the season your first point of contact will be your team manager who in turn may call on the league director.  As a secondary source you may send a comment or question through the league web site at www.alvinlittleleague.org and a board member will get an answer back to you via email or phone.  The web site is the leagues main source of communication because we have removed the phone at the press box due to the lack of use and rising cost.  All league activity schedules will be posted on the web site as soon as they are generated.  All of the task you see listed below may have a schedule associated with it.  You will need to go to the web site periodically to check for the posting of these schedules.  Thank you for volunteering to support your team and Alvin Little League Baseball.  We hope that your team has a fun an successful season.

Uniform Pass Out – Uniforms have arrived and each team should already have theirs.   The uniform shirts that we order are custom made for our league.  This means that we have done our best to order a range of sizes that will fit the average players in your age group.  No specific shirts sizes were special ordered.  This means that you will need to line your players up from smallest to largest and issue the shirts accordingly.  There will be circumstances where a team may have a child that needs a larger size than what was provided by the uniform company.  If this is the case, please contact the uniform coordinator immediately to resolve this issue.  The league will try to locate a shirt in a larger size from another league if that option is available.  If a shirt needs to be ordered, it may take as long as a month to get the shirt custom made and printed.  Please address these issues immediately so that all shirts may be ordered and printed together. 
Opening Day Work Schedule – Each team will be required to supply workers for opening day activities (6 from your team for your assigned shift).  The funds raised from opening day festivities provide much needed funds for filed maintenance and park improvements.  Your cooperation supplying workers is greatly appreciated.  Your team will be assigned a specific work time.  It is important that your workers arrive on time for their shift and should actually sign in 15 minutes prior to the start of the shift.  The team schedule of assigned work times will also be available on the web site for your reference.  Please have your workers report to the raffle ticket table under the pavilion to sign in and receive their assignments.   
Opening Day Festivities, Auction and Raffle – Opening Day will be held Saturday, March 24th at the ballpark.  The day will open with amusement games, baseball games, raffles, silent auction, banner contest, food and fun for the whole family.  After the amusements close down, there will be a live auction held.  Anyone who would like to participate in the auction is welcome.  The league accepts cash, check or Master Card/VISA for auction purchases.  The raffle winners will be drawn after the auction is concluded.  Please note that this year the season will have already kicked off the week of opening day.  Any team that plays opening day will play a full game that will count towards their standings in the upper leagues (TX, MN, MJ and JR).
Team Picture Schedule – Pictures have been scheduled for Saturday, February 24th at Alvin Primary Cafeteria (the same place we have registration). Every team will be scheduled a time to have their pictures taken.  Once the picture schedule is available it will be posted on the web site.  Payment envelopes with pricing along with a schedule should have been given to every team.  Please ask your parents to choose their packages ahead of time and have payment ready prior to your scheduled time.  Also ask players to arrive 15 minutes early so that your team will be organized when it is your turn. 
Concession Stand Work Schedule – Each team will be responsible for supplying 2 - 4 workers for the concession stand for a two hour shift no more than two nights during the season.  Your working time will not be scheduled during your game time.  A list of workers with their phone numbers will need to be submitted to the league by opening day.  A concession stand work schedule will be posted on the web site as soon as it is available.
Team Banner – Every team may have a banner that they can display at every game.  There will be a banner contest on opening day.  The first place banner in each league will receive a pizza package that could be used for the end of season party.  All banners entered in the banner contest must be home made.  Banners entered into the contest must be no larger than 4’x 6’.  Printed banners are allowed to be displayed during the season but can not be entered into the banner contest.
Team Trophies – Team trophies are not supplied by the league.  Each team will be responsible for ordering their own trophies if they are desired.  You may check with the board of directors at the end of the season to see if the league is furnishing trophies for the top teams in the Texas league division and higher and if your team is in position to receive one.  Standings are not kept at the T-Ball and Pee Wee levels.
After Game Snacks – Game snacks are not required but are a nice treat for the younger players.  The treats normally consist of a snack and a drink.  Team moms can make a schedule and pass it out to parents assigning them a game to bring the snacks.  It usually works out that some parents may bring snacks twice depending on how many games your team has this season.  You could have one parent bring both the snack and drink or you could assign one for each.
End of Season Party - The end of the season parties are the responsibility of each team.  They are not required but usually preferred by players.
Rain Outs - The Alvin Little League board will try to meet a 3:00 p.m. dealine for determing rain outs.  If games are rained out it will be posted on the web site.  Team managers will also be notified of rain outs by their league director.
